The tasks below have been designed to follow on from the morning’s main activity 
Morning Activity 2 - Sharing Standards using the National Assessment Resource.
Aims of this session


By the end of Engaging with Experiences and Outcomes, participants will have:
· worked through activities that could be used to develop assessment practice and support moderation within their own school / ASG
· become more familiar with the CfE Es & Os

· arrived at a clearer understanding of the importance of well-defined, assessable success criteria

· considered the appropriateness of a range of assessment methodologies in relation to a task(s).
Participants will be asked to plan activities that could be used to assess learner performance in relation to a ‘bundle’ of Es & Os.

The final task will involve groups evaluating each others work and giving appropriate feedback related to the success criteria below.
Task Success Criteria
By the end of Engaging with Experiences and Outcomes we will have:

· planned activities that are engaging and relevant to our selected Es & Os

· selected assessment evidence that will allow progress to be accurately measured

· generated well defined, assessable criteria to be used when evaluating evidence

· selected manageable assessment methods to measure success in relation to the criteria.
The activities
Activity 1 – Task Success Criteria 

Ask each group to familiarise themselves with the Task Success Criteria
(on the Group Record sheets). 
Explain that each group is going to plan how learner performance could be 
assessed in relation to their ‘bundle of Es & Os’. Groups will swap sheets for peer

 evaluation in the final activity.
Activity 2 – Selecting Es and Os 
Ask each group to select a bundle of outcomes from the ‘menu’ provided.

* OPTION: Groups may select their own Es & Os from the CfE folder if they wish
Activity 3 – Assessment Activity Planning 
        (record on Group Record Sheets)

Ask each group to discuss, then record a brief description of an activity 
(or activities) that would allow them to assess learner performance in 
relation to the Es & Os identified. 
Activity 4 – Evidence of Pupils’ Learning  
        (record on Group Record Sheets)

Ask each group should record what evidence of learning will be assessed 
during the task. 
This should be recorded under the headings of what pupils might 
Say, Make, Write and Do
Activity 5 – Creating Success Criteria  
                   (record on Group Record Sheets)

Ask each group to discuss and record success criteria that they would use 
to evaluate the evidence of learning. 
Consideration should be given to the definition of effective success criteria provided.
Activity 6 – Assessing each success criterion           (record on Group Record Sheets)

Using the format provided, each group should discuss and record how 
progress towards each criterion will be assessed during learning and 
teaching. 
Activity 7 – Peer Evaluation                                 (record on Group Feedback formats)

Ask each group to swap their Record Sheets with another group. 
Groups should then make comments related to the work of their peers 
using the Group Feedback formats provided.
