BtC5 INSET Summer 2010
Overview for Headteachers

The materials identified overleaf complement the flyers disseminated in early April to prepare staff for the additional INSET day on BtC5. These materials may be customised to suit the needs of individual Associated Schools' Groups, but all teaching staff must participate in the three morning activities.
 

ASG Headteachers must decide on the following:
  

1.  Who is best placed from the schools to lead the Introduction to the day? 
            
Given that the morning activities are about teachers' 'core business', ASGs may wish to delegate this to a small group of teachers. They will need to be familiar with the Notes accompanying the Success Criteria for the Day and the powerpoint / DVD materials.
2. Grouping and accommodation arrangements

Following the introduction, we recommend that staff be split into groups of about 20.  These groups should sub-divide into smaller cross-sector groups of 4/5 to undertake activities.  Each group of 20 will need a facilitator.
In Morning Activity 2 – Sharing Standards Using the NAR, each group of 20 will focus on one Pupil Pack from the three available:

Muirhead Primary 

– Literacy / H&Wb
St Sylvester’s Primary 
– Numeracy / Technologies
Beeslack Community High 
– Literacy / Soc Subjects
SMT should organise groupings prior to the event. The facilitator will need to ensure that appropriate resources (Pupil Packs / Group Record Sheets) are available to support the activities.
Participants will need a suitable space for all to hear the Introduction and a designated area to display the A4 definition sheets from Morning Activity 1.  Groups will need break-out rooms or suitable tables spaced appropriately in a central area.
 
We advise that participants must be made aware of the group they will be working in prior to the event. This will ensure smooth transitions between activities and allow for advanced planning to ensure that the appropriate resources (Pupil Packs / Group Record Sheets…..) are available to groups.
 

3.  Who is best placed from the schools to act as facilitators for the morning’s three group activities ?
             
Facilitators need not be 'experts,' but they will need to be thoroughly familiar with the materials for the three activities. ASGs will wish to have a strategy for ensuring this familiarisation.
 

 

4.  Who will undertake to photocopy the materials?
 

This could be undertaken by each school or by one school with best capacity to do so.  There is a significant amount of copying required. Groups for Morning Activity 2 will need to be established before photocopying can be undertaken.  Schools should claim actual costs via email to Dave McCartney.  
 
6.  What materials will be needed?
Each person introducing the Day will need:
· a copy of Notes for the Programme Introduction
· hardware and copies of the E.Broadley powerpoint montage and the D. Cameron DVD.
· A copy of BtC5 – Frequently asked Questions 
Each facilitator will need copies of:
· Facilitator Notes for each of the three morning activities
· Morning Activity 1 - Group Discussion sheets (1 per group)
· Morning Activity 2 - the requisite number of Pupil Packs (1 per person) and Group Record Sheets (1 per group)

· Morning Activity 3 - the Sharing Standards flyer (1 per person) and Group Discussion sheet (1 per group) 
· Afternoon Session - copies as appropriate of Facilitator Notes and materials for the optional afternoon session.
Each participant will need individual copies of:
· the programme for the day
· the FAQs
· afternoon materials as appropriate.
