BtC5 INSET Morning Activities
Facilitator’s Notes

Thank you for agreeing to be a facilitator for the morning activities of our INSET day.  You are not expected to be an ‘expert’ in any of the activities.  Rather, you are asked to introduce each activity, promote discussion, time keep and collect written responses in the first and third activities. You need, then, to have a good knowledge of the activities, the materials and the accommodation.  You do not need to have all of the answers. If questions are posed which you cannot answer direct colleagues to the FAQs and or take a note for consideration later by school managers.
The over-arching aim is that all participants have good, productive discussions - genuine opportunities to achieve the success criteria of the activities.
Participants are expected to work in cross-sector groups, of no more than five, for all morning activities.
Morning Activity 1 – Defining Breadth, Challenge and Application (30 mins)
Participants will need:
· a copy of the Defining Breadth, Challenge and Application Group Discussion sheet.

· three sheets of blank A4 paper.

· a copy of the Defining Breadth, Challenge and Application Group Discussion sheet.

· three sheets of blank A4 paper.

This is a relatively simple activity, probably best attempted in groups of no more than five.  The success criterion is that by the end participants should have a clearer understanding of what ‘breadth, challenge and application of learning’ mean for their learning, teaching and assessment.

Participants should discuss and agree definitions for each term and note these on separate sheets of paper, headed: BREADTH, CHALLENGE, APPLICATION.  You should collect these for display in a designated area. 
Morning Activity 2 – Sharing Standards using the NAR (90 mins)
Participants will need:
· copies of Pupil Packs (1 per person)

· copies of the Group Record Sheets (1 per group)

You will need to have familiarised yourself with the Facilitator Notes, Pupil Packs and Group Record Sheets prior to the event. It is advised that facilitators should work through the tasks themselves to gain a clearer understanding of how the activities work and the difficulties groups may encounter.

Use the Facilitators notes to review the purposes of the activity and to explore the main purposes of Moderation activity (to share standards and improve assessment practice).  
Explain that these are draft materials posted as emerging examples of assessment – they contain some errors and areas which lack clarity. In addition, participants have not been given materials incorporating video evidence.  
Thereafter, the facilitator’s main role will be trouble shooting.  
Morning Activity 3 – Establishing our Sharing Standards System (30 mins)
Particiapnts will need:
· copies of Group Discussion Sheets (1 per group)
· copies of the Sharing Standards Flyer (1 per person)

This follows on naturally from the previous activity. The facilitator should introduce the activity by referring to the success criterion and should then promote discussion as appropriate.

Participants discuss the potential of a sharing standards system based on the National Assessment Resource and peer learning visits to classrooms. The success criterion is that by the end participants will have considered the emerging sharing standards system in Highland.  
Written feedback is requested but note-taking should not get in the way of discussion.  
Feedback will inform emerging Highland policy.
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
