Rationale

‘Progress and Proposals’ (March 2006) sets out the rationale behind a Curriculum for Excellence including the need for a joined up curriculum 3-18; a clear set of purposes for the curriculum and principles for curriculum design (see Appendix 1).
A Curriculum for Excellence sets out 7 principles, 4 values and 4 capacities (or purposes) for all learners, who are placed clearly at the centre of a re-thought curriculum for the 21st Century.  Four contexts for learning are identified together with important characteristics for appropriate curriculum design (see Appendix 2)
The key points we need to address are:
· Curriculum design that enables learning across the 4 contexts

· Learning Experiences and Outcomes developed within and across curriculum areas
· Inability to transfer skills from one subject area to another

· Transitions within Early Years, Primary and Secondary Schools and between Early Years-Primary Schools, Primary-Secondary Schools and Secondary Schools-Tertiary Education centres, etc.
