Shona is a pleasant well-motivated and capable girl. She eagerly joins with all class and group discussions and is confident in voicing her opinion. She needs to learn to be a little more tolerant of other children’s views. She makes a good attempt at decoding unfamiliar words in reading and she is able to identify the main idea in a text. She is beginning to write independently and includes 2 or 3 sentences.  She now needs to try and spell familiar words in her writing without support. She has a good grasp of her mental calculations within 10 and is developing simple problem-solving skills.  She participates enthusiastically in art and drama and shows particular interest in painting and mime.
