We have raised attainment and /or maintained high standards for learners. Learners make very good progress from their prior levels of attainment. The attainment of individuals and groups has improved over time. Our attainment trends compare well with similar schools and with national levels of attainment. We have raised the attainment of those at risk of missing out.

Overall quality of learners' Achievement
Overall, our learners are successful, confident, exercise responsibility and contribute to the life of the school and wider community. They are personally and socially adept and have achieved in a range of activities for their personal and wider achievement, including areas such as work and residential experiences.

Impact of the school improvement plan

Our priorities in the school improvement plan have had a measurable impact on improving achievements, attainment and well-being of our learners, and the work of our school.
	Our nursery has supported the children well in making good progress in all aspects of their development and particularly in extending confidence and independence. 

Attainment in mathematics is good, showing that almost all our pupils are attaining appropriate levels. Early attainment of Level A in primary 2 a particular strength over the past three years. Several older pupils are also currently exceeding levels.  

English language is also good, with almost all pupils currently achieving or exceeding national expectations in reading. New approaches to literacy are helping to enrich the experiences of all pupils. Attainment in Talking and Listening is monitored informally and involves some peer activities. We need to be more rigorous in tracking progress in this area.

Learners are becoming more confident in their contributions to the school. Personal and wider achievements encompass a range of skills and activities which is  building self esteem. Our learners at present need more opportunities to exercise responsibility in the early stages as they transfer from nursery. 
Projects in our Improvement Plan include the development of literacy, which is leading to improved enthusiasm and motivation for reading especially among boys. We have provided a wide variety of cultural opportunities over past years and enhanced by the Highland Year of Culture.
