	Standards of attainment over time
We have raised attainment and /or maintained high standards for learners. Learners make very good progress from their prior levels of attainment. The attainment of individuals and groups has improved over time. Our attainment trends compare well with similar schools and with national levels of attainment. We have raised the attainment of those at risk of missing out.

Overall quality of learners' Achievement
Overall, our learners are successful, confident, exercise responsibility and contribute to the life of the school and wider community. They are personally and socially adept and have achieved in a range of activities for their personal and wider achievement, including areas such as work and residential experiences.

Impact of the school improvement plan

Our priorities in the school improvement plan have had a measurable impact on improving achievements, attainment and well-being of our learners, and the work of our school.
	 Our attainment in reading and writing has steadily improved over the past 3 years. By the end of S2, almost all our pupils are attaining appropriate levels. They have made significant progress from their levels in Primary School. Talking and Listening are regularly assessed in an Assessment is for Learning project and this is leading to good pupil performance.
Our attainment in mathematics has been constant but has shown a very slight recent decline. We need to review our transition work in order to more effectively build upon progress in Primary School. 

By the end of S4, the percentage of pupils gaining 5+ awards in English and Mathematics has declined slightly. The proportion of pupils gaining 5 + awards at levels 4 and 5 remains above the national average. 
By the end of S5, the number of pupils gaining 1+ award at level 6 has fallen significantly. We need to review our presentation policy in this area. The proportion of our Pupils gaining 3+ and 5+ awards at level 6 has been constant and in line with national levels. Two pupils gained Open University qualifications.
Learners are becoming more confident in their contributions to the school and community. Personal and wider achievements are recognised. Our learners at present need more opportunities to exercise responsibility in the early stages as they transfer from primary school. 

Projects in our Plan have resulted in improved dialogue within lessons and a greater degree of our pupils taking responsibility for their own learning. We need to extend this good practice to all areas of the school.

Working with the community we continue be successful in a range of charitable and cultural activities and in outdoor activities and sport. This work has continued to reinforce our very good school ethos.
