Reading for Information - Prompt Sheet
How do children learn to read?

· Trios: review roles and rules
· Purpose: to begin to understand how children learn to read

· Prior knowledge: trios record prior knowledge of topic on recording sheet

· Give out article
· Genre: Trios discuss: What kind of writing is this? What genre? How can you tell? What do you think we will learn about? Discuss organisation of article.
· Key question (We’ve thought about what we know/think we know, so what do we want to learn? This grows out of prior knowledge)
· Trios write 2-3 questions. Share a couple of questions.
· Discuss if they are Fat or Skinny questions

· Read text up to 3 times: Skim to get the gist/overall meaning of the text and identify any new vocabulary.  Vocabulary: Discuss how to work out new words (context, break word down; sound it out, three brains, glossary, dictionary)

Whilst reading, always link to what you know already: confirm or adjust knowledge, learn new info. Always ask yourself questions as you go along and think about what you are reading. Pupils read a bit each, altogether etc.

· Trios Discuss answer to questions

· Make notes: Trios refer back to the text and scan for key words/ideas to answer question and note these down
· Feed back to class. Reporters must listen carefully so as not to repeat what another trio has said. They should only add to the discussion. Discuss fact that not all information recorded by pupils will be relevant to the question and this provides opportunity for discussion.
· Evaluate prior knowledge: True/False/Can’t Tell. Trios decide if their prior knowledge was true, false and they cannot tell from the article. 
· Self-assessment of trio: how they worked today and a wish for next time

Explain that as pupils become familiar with this approach, they can work through the structure independently. We also have prompt cards which can be used to support them to work independently.
