Self Assessment and Peer Assessment

Assessment using 2 stars and a wish:


Star 1 – What did you like about your own reading?  (self)


Star 2 – What did the other members of the group like about your reading?  (peer)


Wish – What could you do to improve?  (self and /or peer)
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Examples of wishes….

· read with more expression

· take more account of punctuation 
· pause at comma and longer pause at full stop

· raise voice at end of question 

· read more clearly 

· read more fluently

· pronounce the letter t in words

· ready more quickly/slowly/loudly/softly

· project voice

· have a go at new words

· use phonic knowledge to sound out new words

· use text clues to find meanings

· express emphasis – bold, italic, capital letters

· develop confidence in reading aloud

· develop confidence in expressing an opinion

· develop confidence in predicting what will happen next

· justify answers with evidence from text

· more work on understanding ordered texts to retrieve information

· more work on understanding how atmosphere is created

· be able to ask questions about the text

· be more confident discussing preferences, favourite characters etc

· work on reading terms eg chapter, paragraph, non-fiction

· more work on identifying the main point

· more work on sequencing

· improve attitude to reading

· contribute more to discussion

· understand how dialogue is punctuated & laid out

· be able to use indexes to find specific information

· non-fiction: evaluate usefulness of information eg following instructions

· give reasons/explanation for choice of answer/opinion

· sustain silent reading

· use different voices to match character
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
