Example lesson for Parents 
at Information Evening
Green group
We are the green group. We are all in P1. We have five core reading sessions a week. Four of these are led by a teacher or classroom assistant and during one we work independently on a follow up activity. We are working towards level A.
Blue Group

We are the Blue group. We are in P4 and P5. We have 3 core reading sessions a week. In the first we read silently. In the second we are led by our teacher. In the third we do a follow up activity. We are working towards level B.

Red Group

We are the Red group. We are all in P7. We have 3 core reading sessions a week. In the first we read silently. In the second we are led by our teacher. In the third we do a follow up activity. We are working towards level E.
Approx 3 – 5 mins with each group (will put timer tools on PC!) 

Green – Explain that modelling an infant reading session on 3rd day of reading, led by teacher or CA. Ask an adult at random to read a page. Ask questions about the text, find a word that rhymes with, how do we know that, how many exclamation marks are on p.2? etc

Blue – Explain that modelling a p4-7 reading lesson, on session 1 of 3 during week, 1st read of text independently. Ask adults to read p.1 and p.2 silently to themselves and then pair up with another and read to one another, giving each other 2 things they liked about each others reading e.g good expression, clear voice etc

Red – Explain that modelling a p4-7 reading lesson, on session 3 of 3 during the week. Previously they have read the pages themselves and during a teaching session led by the teacher. Explain that their follow up task for this week is to design a new front cover and title for the book using the A4 paper provided. Remember to include the author and illustrator as well!
