TOOLBOX

 I have a wee idea that you might like for the 'Sharing Box' on the website.

 

At the end of my first writer's craft lesson, with my P1-4s, I wanted some way to display the name of the writer's 'tool' that we had just investigated, so that we could refer back to the idea if we came across it in other books. 

 

I drew a large tool box onto a piece of sugar paper and now every time we have a writer's craft lesson we add a tool to our 'Writer's Craft Toolbox'. I write the word, (e.g. bold/italic print, repetition, adjectives...) on a pencil shaped template and stick it to the box. This has proved to be really useful for referring back to the lesson/ 'tool' and I've been surprised how often the children have referred back to it when they have found the same 'tool' being used in other books, TV programmes etc
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
