1.  An easy way to get started is to pick a boy’s or girl’s name that has one syllable (like Bill, Tim, Dick, Sue, or Jill).

3. Now write the second line using one of the rhyming words. It will often tell us more about the character from the first line. (8 or 9 syllables or 3 “beats”)
