WORDLESS BOOKS

The first ‘reading’ books that your child will bring home tell a story through illustrations rather than text. This allows children to learn how stories work and the order and direction in which they read. The absence of text encourages the children to focus on the illustrations in order to find out what is happening in the story. By learning to retell the story in their own words, they are developing the oral skills needed to become successful readers.

How can you help at home?

Day 1:

· Tell your child the story in your own words. There may be a prompt card supplied to help.
· Look at the pictures in the storybook. Talk about them and tell the story together.

Day 2:

· Ask your child to re-tell the story in their own words. Encourage them to add as much detail as possible.
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*Your child will also bring home a word tin. Please could you help your child practise these every day. To make it a bit more interesting, you could try making an extra set and playing pairs or snap etc.
