Reading for Enjoyment

One of the best gifts you can give to your child is to show them the joy of reading. But remember, you cannot force a child to read for enjoyment- you can only encourage them.
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Be a role model. Children learn from copying others, so let them see you read. 





Read to your child. They are never too old! Twenty minutes sharing a book works wonders.





Let them stay up later.  Allow them twenty minutes extra to read by themselves in bed. If they play instead, turn out the light. They will soon learn that this special time is for reading only and will develop a lifelong habit of reading for pleasure.





Offer them a variety of texts. Not everyone enjoys fiction. Children need to be allowed to choose what to read but should be encouraged to try other materials too, such as non-fiction or magazines.





Give books/book tokens . Show your child that books are as important as toys and clothes on birthdays and at Christmas.
